The Airstrike at the Arsenal Caddy Sheet

**_.Do not drive off of cart path on holes #3, #6, #12 or #17-**

Out of Bounds Guideline:

#1 — The cart path, right and beyond. Inside marked creek is also O.B.

#2 — The marked creek, right and beyond. Cart path, left and beyond is also O.B.

#3 — The road, right and beyond is O.B.

#5 - Cart path, left and beyond and inside the marked creek is O.B.

#6 — Island green, proceed to the drop zone if you do not remain in bounds from tee.
#7 — The cart path, right and beyond. Sand trap and inside marked creek are also O.B.
#8 — Marked line left for hole #14 is casual. Sand traps and green are O.B.

(Do not drive through the pine trees during your approach, please stay on cart paths.

#9 — The pond, inside the marked creek, as well as the white stakes and beyond left (after the
creek) is O.B. Proceed to the drop zone if you are O.B. in the pond (- golf tee to the front of
the pond). If you are O.B. anywhere else, play where you were last in-bounds.

#10 — Inside the marked creek, sand traps and green are O.B.

#11 - The cart path separating Holes #11 and #17, and drawn line left and beyond that
extends behind basket (see tee-sign for reference) is O.B.

#12 - The line drawn from the pond that extends up the left side and beyond is O.B. The
pond itself, sand traps and green are O.B. The cart path, right and beyond is also O.B.

#13 — The cart path behind (left of) basket and beyond is O.B.

#14 - The cart path, left and beyond; The cart path behind basket and beyond. The
roped/lined area to the right in the pines and beyond is also O.B.

#15 — The cart path, left and beyond. Inside the marked creek and the pond are also O.B.

#16 — The cart path, left and beyond. The cart path separating hole 18, right and beyond.
Inside the marked creek is also O.B.

#17 - Outside any cart paths (play where your disc last crossed in bounds). Green in front of
basket and sand traps.

#18 — Inside the marked creek. The cart path, left and beyond and the cart path, right and
beyond are also O.B.
